Effective Immediately, Port Authorities in Honduras are implementing new regulations and procedures to process all containers carrying DANGEROUS CARGO with the following classes:

Class 1, 1.2, 1.3, 1.4, 1.5, 1.6 Explosives (Not accepted by GWF)

Class 4.1 Flammable Solids (Applicable)

Class 4.2 Spontaneous Combustible (Applicable)

Class 4.3 Dangerous when Wet (Not accepted by GWF)

Class 5.1 Oxidizers (Applicable)

Class 5.2 Organic Peroxides (Not accepted by GWF)

Class 6.1 Toxic Substances (Poison) (Applicable)

Class 6.2 Infectious Substances (Not accepted by GWF)

Class 7 Radioactive Materials (Not accepted by GWF)

 All containers carrying any of above Hazmat Classes need to be handled VIA DIRECTA meaning that every container should leave the port yard immediately after is unloaded from the vessel. 

In order to comply with this new requirement our offices Central America need to have the following documents before vessel departure:


Dangerous Manifest to SARAH which requires: 

· EDI (send by our documentation department)

· GWF Master Manifest

· Bill of Ladings 

Drivers need to be ready at the port to receive these containers with dangerous cargo as soon as unloaded from the vessel in order to be move to the Fiscal Warehouse or to Aduana Interna. 
For this the reason we are implementing the following new requirements and new cut offs for Hazmat Cargo
